theme will link to our upcoming author visit from Yuval Zommer. The children will be exploring one of his wonderful books, The 

Wild, throughout the day. 

Children are welcome to come to school:

• in pyjamas, or 

• in their own clothes, or 

• in school uniform if they prefer. 

If children would like to bring a book from home to share, they are very welcome to do so. Please ensure that any books brought 

into school are clearly named.

These books will be available from a pop-up bookshop in the school hall, and each class will have the opportunity to visit and 

choose a book to take home. 

Finally, a reminder that copies of Yuval Zommer’s books can be purchased through the school app ahead of his visit on 12th 

March.
